TO DISPLAY THE TEST RESULTS:

After the test is completed, the Vacuum Indicator will automatically display the result from STEP 1. To display the results from STEP 2, 3 and 4,
simply press the TEST-Button once for each STEP. If you continue pressing the button after the STEP 4 result has been displayed, the
earlier results will be repeated (STEP 1,2,3,4,1,etc.). To exit the test program, set the Operating Knob to another position.
